ART ROSS TROPHY

Description
First awarded in 1947-48, the Art Ross Trophy is presented annually “to the player who leads the League in scoring points
at the end of the regular season.”

History

Arthur Howey Ross, former manager-coach of the Boston Bruins, presented the Art Ross Trophy to the NHL in 1948. If
two or more players finish the regular season with the same number of points, the trophy is awarded based on the
following tiebreakers: 1. Player with the most goals, 2. Player with fewer games played, 3. Player scoring first goal of the
season.

2020-21 Winner

Edmonton QOilers center Connor McDavid registered a League-best 105 points (33-72—105 in 56 GP) — 21 more than
the next-closest player (teammate Leon Draisaitl: 31-53—84 in 56 GP) — to earn his third career Art Ross Trophy, adding
to back-to-back wins 2016-17 and 2017-18. He became the ninth player in NHL history to claim the award at least three
times as well as the third to achieve the feat prior to his 25th birthday, following Wayne Gretzky (5x) and Gordie Howe
(3x). McDavid’s 21-point gap over the runner-up was the largest by an NHL scoring champion since 1990-91, when
Gretzky (41-122—163 in 78 GP w/ LAK) finished 32 points ahead of Brett Hull (86-45—131 in 78 GP w/ STL). McDavid,
who also topped the League in assists (72), power-play assists (28) and power-play points (37), factored on 57.38 percent
of Edmonton’s 183 total goals (excluding the shootout) — the highest single-season percentage in NHL history, ahead of
Mario Lemieux in 1988-89 (57.35% w/ PIT). He also posted a League-leading 1.88 points per game — the most by any
player since 1995-96, when Lemieux averaged 2.30 (69-92—161 in 70 GP w/ PIT).

BILL MASTERTON MEMORIAL TROPHY

Description
First awarded in 1967-68, the Bill Masterton Memorial Trophy is presented annually “to the player who best exemplifies
the qualities of perseverance, sportsmanship and dedication to hockey.”

Voting
Local chapters of the Professional Hockey Writers Association submit nominations for the Bill Masterton Memorial Trophy
at the conclusion of the regular season, with the top three vote-getters designated as finalists.

History

The Bill Masterton Memorial Trophy was presented by the NHL Writers’ Association in 1968 to commemorate the late Bill
Masterton, a player with the Minnesota North Stars who exhibited to a high degree the qualities of perseverance,
sportsmanship and dedication to hockey and who died on Jan. 15, 1968, as a result of an on-ice injury.

Bill Masterton Memorial Scholarship Fund
A $2,500 grant from the PHWA is awarded annually to the Bill Masterton Memorial Scholarship Fund, based in
Bloomington, Minn., in the name of the trophy winner.

2020-21 Finalists

Matt Dumba, D, Minnesota Wild

Dumba received the King Clancy Memorial Trophy in 2019-20 as he contributed his time, money and efforts to a number
of community initiatives, co-founded the Hockey Diversity Alliance, and spoke out against racism and intolerance in
hockey. Amidst backlash and online hate directed his way, Dumba has continued the work in 2020-21, hosting the
inaugural Matt Dumba Hockey Without Limits Camp in February as part of Hockey Day Minnesota 2021. “| have a
platform to make a change and make a difference. It'd be a shame if | let that go to waste,” Dumba told the Minneapolis
Star Tribune. “I think anyone that you talk to and who’s been there on the ground supporting these kids and hearing their
stories, | think that they would say the same. The smiles, the hope, just the energy that we’re cultivating here is starting to
change here in Minnesota, but | hope it's across North America and eventually the world.”

Oskar Lindblom, LW, Philadelphia Flyers

Lindblom is a Masterton finalist for the second consecutive year. In December of 2019, he was diagnosed with Ewing’s
sarcoma, a rare type of bone cancer, and started treatment that sidelined him for the remainder of the regular season.
The hockey world celebrated on July 2, 2020, when Lindblom rang a ceremonial bell to signify the end of his treatments
and again when he returned to the Flyers’ lineup for two games during the Stanley Cup Playoffs in September. An
inspiration to teammates and opponents alike, Lindblom regained his regular place in the Flyers lineup in 2020-21, playing
in 50 of 56 games, and was again declared cancer-free following a scan in March. “It goes up and down every day,”
Lindblom said. “You can feel great one day, another day you feel like you haven’t played hockey for a while. You just have
to battle through, try to be strong mentally and do your work every day and hopefully feel good.”

Patrick Marleau, C, San Jose Sharks

Marleau celebrated a pair of historic achievements in 2020-21, overtaking Gordie Howe for the most reqular-season
games in NHL history and later becoming the fourth player to skate in 900 consecutive contests. Marleau, 41, dethroned
Howe when he stepped onto the ice for his 1,768th career game April 19 at Vegas. Marleau finished his 23rd NHL season
23rd in League history in career goals (566) and 50th in career points (1,197). “To earn a precious spot in an NHL lineup
night after night, year after year, you have to earn it every single game,” Commissioner Gary Bettman said in a tribute
recognizing Marleau’s historic feat. “You have to possess talent that is extremely elite. An incredible passion for the game.
A relentless drive to stay in shape and remain impactful by continuously improving and adapting your skills so that
coaches simply cannot take you out of the lineup.”

CALDER MEMORIAL TROPHY

Description
First awarded in 1932-33, the Calder Memorial Trophy is presented annually “to the player selected as the most proficient
in his first year of competition.”

Voting
Members of the Professional Hockey Writers Association submit ballots for the Calder Memorial Trophy at the conclusion
of the regular season, with the top three vote-getters designated as finalists.

History

From 1936-37 until his death in 1943, NHL President Frank Calder purchased a trophy each year to be given
permanently to the League’s outstanding rookie. After Calder’s death, the NHL presented the Calder Memorial Trophy in
his memory.

Eligibility

To be eligible for the Calder Memorial Trophy, a player cannot have played more than 25 games in any single preceding
season nor in six or more games in each of any two preceding seasons in any major professional league. Beginning in
1990-91, a player must not have attained his 26th birthday by Sept. 15 of the season in which he is eligible.

2020-21 Finalists

Kirill Kaprizov, LW, Minnesota Wild

Kaprizov topped all NHL rookies and Wild skaters in goals (27) and points (51), helping Minnesota reach the Stanley Cup
Playoffs for the eighth time in nine seasons. Only three other rookies since 1993-94 have led a team in points during the
regular season, while also helping them qualify for the postseason: Auston Matthews (2016-17 with Toronto), Filip
Forsbherg (2014-15 with Nashville) and Trent Hunter (2003-04 with NY Islanders). Kaprizov also led all rookies in shots
on goal (157), topped rookie forwards in average ice time (18:18) and ranked second in assists (24). Despite the
shortened season he set several rookie franchise records, including goals, assists, points and power-play goals (8). The
24-year-old Novokuznetsk, Russia, native is looking to become the first Calder Trophy winner in franchise history and
already is assured of being the highest-finishing Calder candidate for the Wild, ahead of teammate Jonas Brodin’s
fourth-place ranking in 2013.

Alex Nedeljkovic, G, Carolina Hurricanes

Nedeljkovic, who began the season on Carolina’s taxi squad, made his season debut in the Hurricanes’ 10th game of the
season and went on to backstop the club to the Discover NHL Central Division title, posting a 15-5-3 record, 1.90 goals-
against average, .932 save percentage and three shutouts in 23 appearances. The 25-year-old Parma, Ohio, native led all
NHL goaltenders in goals-against average and save percentage (MIN: 15 GP), also the best single-season marks by a
rookie in franchise history. The .932 save percentage marked the best by an NHL rookie with at least 20 appearances
since the statistic was introduced in 1955-56. He posted a seven-game streak without a regulation loss from March 1-25
(6-0-1) and a season-best eight-game stretch from April 8 - May 3 (7-0-1). Nedeljkovic is vying to become the second
Calder Trophy winner from the Hurricanes since the franchise moved to Carolina in 1997-98, joining Jeff Skinner (2011).

Jason Robertson, LW, Dallas Stars

Robertson was a major contributor to a Stars offense that was missing high-scoring forwards Tyler Seguin and
Alexander Radulov for most of the season due to injury. The Stars’ 2nd-round pick in the 2017 NHL Draft ranked second
on Dallas and among all NHL rookies in scoring with 17-28—45 in 51 games. He led all NHL rookies in assists (28), plus-
minus (tie, +13) and even-strength points (16-23—39) and ranked second in goals (tie, 17) and shots on goal (127). His
season was highlighted by a nine-game point streak from April 13-27 (4-9—13), the longest by any NHL rookie since a
10-game streak by Arizona’s Clayton Keller in 2017-18. The 21-year-old Arcadia, Calif., native is seeking to become the
first Stars player to capture the Calder Trophy since the franchise moved to Dallas in 1993-94 and will be the highest-
finishing Calder candidate for Dallas, ahead of teammate Miro Heiskanen’s fourth-place ranking in 2019.

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FRANK J. SELKE TROPHY

Description
First awarded in 1977-78, the Frank J. Selke Trophy is presented annually “to the forward who best excels in the
defensive aspects of the game.”

Voting
Members of the Professional Hockey Writers Association submit ballots for the Frank J. Selke Trophy at the conclusion of
the regular season, with the top three vote-getters designated as finalists.

History
The Frank J. Selke Trophy was presented in 1977 by the NHL’s Board of Governors in honor of Frank J. Selke, one of
the great architects of Montreal and Toronto’s championship teams.

2020-21 Finalists

Aleksander Barkov, C, Florida Panthers

Barkov led a Florida forward corps that contributed to the Panthers posting their lowest team goals-against figure (2.70)
since 2015-16 and a drop of more than half a goal per game over their 2019-20 figure of 3.25. He led Florida forwards and
was ninth among NHL forwards in average ice time (20:56) and ranked 10th in the NHL in total face-offs (1,026), posting a
54.9% win percentage. The only players to exceed Barkov in both average ice time and face-off win percentage were
Edmonton’s Leon Draisaitl and Los Angeles’ Anze Kopitar. Barkov is a first-time Selke finalist, adding to his three career
nominations for the Lady Byng Trophy (2nd in 2015-16, 3rd in 2017-18, 1st in 2018-19). The 25-year-old Tampere,
Finland, native is vying to become the fifth player in NHL history with career Selke and Lady Byng Trophy wins, joining
Pavel Datsyuk, Ron Francis, Kopitar and Ryan O’Reilly.

Patrice Bergeron, C, Boston Bruins

Bergeron was again dominant in the face-off circle, leading the NHL in face-off wins (714) and win percentage (career-
best 62.3%). It marked the 12th consecutive season he has eclipsed the 56-percent plateau. He led the Bruins with a +27
rating and ranked third in the League in the puck possession metric SAT% (62.5), with Boston accounting for 62.5% of all
shot attempts 5-on-5 when Bergeron was on the ice (min: 25 GP). The 35-year-old Ancienne-Lorette, Que., native is a
Selke Trophy finalist for the 10th straight season, extending his own mark in that category. The streak also matches the
10 consecutive years of top-three Hart Trophy finishes by Wayne Gretzky (1980 through 1989) as the longest ever for a
voted NHL Award. Bergeron'’s four Selke wins (2011-12, 2013-14, 2014-15 and 2016-17) are tied for the most in NHL
history with Bob Gainey, who captured the trophy each of the first four years it was awarded (1978-81 w/ MTL).

Mark Stone, RW, Vegas Golden Knights

Stone led all Vegas forwards in average ice time (19:04) on the team that posted the League’s best team goals-against
figure (2.18 GA/game) and finished second in the League’s overall standings (40-14-2, 82 points). He also logged the
third-most total ice time among forwards on the NHL’s best penalty-killing unit, as the Golden Knights allowed just 19
power-play goals in 144 times shorthanded (86.8%). The Vegas captain led the NHL in takeaways for the second time in
three seasons with 58 and recorded a career-best +26 rating, tops among team forwards. Stone is a Selke Trophy finalist
for the second time in three seasons (2nd in 2018-19) and an NHL Awards finalist for the third time (2nd, Calder Trophy,
in 2014-15). The 29-year-old Winnipeg native is the second Golden Knights player announced as a 2020-21 NHL Awards
finalist, joining goaltender Marc-Andre Fleury (Vezina).

First awarded in 1923-24, the Hart Memorial Trophy is presented annually “to the player adjudged to be the most valuable
to his team.”

Voting
Members of the Professional Hockey Writers Association submit ballots for the Hart Memorial Trophy at the conclusion of
the regular season, with the top three vote-getters designated as finalists.

History

The Hart Memorial Trophy was presented by the NHL in 1960 after the original Hart Trophy was retired to the Hockey Hall
of Fame. The original Hart Trophy was donated to the League in 1924 by Dr. David A. Hart, father of Cecil Hart, former
manager-coach of the Montreal Canadiens.

2020-21 Finalists

Nathan MacKinnon, C, Colorado Avalanche

MacKinnon placed fourth in the NHL with a career-high 1.35 points per game (20-45—65 in 48 GP) to propel the
Avalanche’s top-ranked offense to the franchise’s third Presidents’ Trophy (also 1996-97 and 2000-01). MacKinnon
finished among the League leaders in shots on goal (3rd; 206), power-play points (3rd; 25), assists (5th; 45), points (8th;
65) and power-play assists (t-10th; 17) despite missing eight of Colorado’s 56 contests. He did so on the strength of a
career-best 15-game point streak from March 27 — April 28 (9-17—26), the longest by any player in 2020-21 as well as
the longest by a member of the Avalanche since 2006-07 (Paul Stastny: 20 GP). The 25-year-old Halifax, N.S., native — a
finalist for the second straight year and third time overall after second-place finishes in both 2017-18 and 2019-20 —is
looking to become the third Avalanche/Nordiques player to claim the Hart Trophy, following Joe Sakic (2000-01) and
Peter Forsberg (2002-03).

Auston Matthews, C, Toronto Maple Leafs

Matthews scored a League-leading 41 goals in 52 games (41-25—66) to help Toronto earn the top seed in its division for
the sixth time in franchise history and first time since 1999-00. He became the first player in Maple Leafs history to
capture the Maurice “Rocket” Richard Trophy, which first was awarded in 1998-99, as well as the first Toronto player
since 1945-46 to pace the NHL in goals (Gaye Stewart). Matthews, who also led the League with 12 game-winning goals
and 222 shots on goal, accounted for 22.0 percent of Toronto’s 186 total goals (excluding the shootout) — the highest
single-season percentage by any NHL player since 2014-15 (Alex Ovechkin: 22.4% w/ WSH) and the best single-season
mark by a Maple Leafs player in the expansion era (since 1967-68). The 23-year-old Scottsdale, Ariz., native is Toronto’s
first Hart Trophy finalist since 1992-93, when Doug Gilmour finished second in voting, and is vying to become the third
player in franchise history to win the award, after Babe Pratt (1943-44) and Ted Kennedy (1954-55).

Connor McDavid, C, Edmonton Oilers

McDavid posted a League-best 105 points (33-72—105 in 56 GP) — 21 more than the next-closest player (teammate and
reigning Hart Trophy winner Leon Draisaitl) — to power the Oilers to their second straight playoff berth. McDavid, who
also topped the League in assists (72), power-play assists (28) and power-play points (37), factored on 57.38 percent of
Edmonton’s 183 total goals (excluding the shootout) — the highest single-season percentage in NHL history. He also
recorded a League-leading 1.88 points per game — the most by any player since 1995-96, when Mario Lemieux
averaged 2.30 (w/ PIT). The 24-year-old Richmond Hill, Ont., native — who won the Hart Trophy in 2016-17 and finished
third in voting in 2018-19 — is seeking to become the fifth player in NHL history to capture the award multiple times before
his 25th birthday (age as of final day of regular season), after Wayne Gretzky (6x), Bobby Orr (3x), Gordie Howe (2x)
and Ovechkin (2x). A McDavid win also would make the Oilers the first team with different Hart Trophy winners in
consecutive seasons since the Bruins in 1968-69 (Phil Esposito) and 1969-70 (Bobby Orr).

First awarded in 1973-74, the Jack Adams Award is presented annually “to the coach adjudged to have contributed the
most to his team’s success.”

Voting
Members of the NHL Broadcasters’ Association submit ballots for the Jack Adams Award at the conclusion of the regular
season, with the top three vote-getters designated as finalists.

History
The Jack Adams Award was presented by the NHL Broadcasters’ Association in 1974 in honor of the late Jack Adams,
longtime coach and general manager of the Detroit Red Wings.

2020-21 Finalists

Rod Brind’Amour, Carolina Hurricanes

Brind’Amour led Carolina (36-12-8, franchise-record .714 pts. pct.) to the Discover NHL Central Division title, the team’s
first division crown since its Stanley Cup-winning season of 2005-06, and third place in the overall NHL standings. The
Hurricanes have reached the Stanley Cup Playoffs in each of Brind’Amour’s three seasons behind the bench, marking the
franchise’s first three-year postseason streak since moving to Carolina in 1997-98. The Hurricanes excelled on special
teams, being the only NHL club to rank top-three both on the power-play (2nd, 25.6%) and while shorthanded (3rd,
85.2%). Brind’Amour is the first Hurricanes finalist for the Jack Adams Award since 2005-06 (Peter Laviolette, 2nd) and
is vying to become the first winner in franchise history. Brind’Amour won two individual NHL Awards in his 1,484-game
playing career, capturing the Frank Selke Trophy as the League’s top defensive forward in 2005-06 and 2006-07.

Dean Evason, Minnesota Wild

Evason guided the Wild to their best regular-season points percentage in franchise history (.670, 35-16-5) in his first full
season as an NHL head coach, ranking third in the Honda NHL West Division behind Colorado and Vegas, the teams
ranked 1-2 in the League’s overall standings. Evason’s Wild also were the highest-scoring team in franchise history with a
goals-per-game figure of 3.21, backed by breakout offensive seasons from a quartet of 24-year-olds: rookie goal-scoring
leader and Calder Trophy finalist Kirill Kaprizov (27 goals), Kevin Fiala (20 goals), Joel Eriksson-Ek (19 goals) and
Jordan Greenway (26 assists). Minnesota recorded standings points in 14 of 15 games from April 10 to May 8 (11-1-3),
including a season-long seven-game win streak in that span, as the team clinched a berth in the postseason for the eighth
time in nine seasons. Evason is the second Jack Adams finalist in franchise history, following the win by Jacques
Lemaire in 2002-03.

Joel Quenneville, Florida Panthers

Like Evason, his longtime teammate with the Hartford Whalers in the 1980s, Quenneville directed a club that set franchise
records for both highest points percentage (.705, 37-14-5) and most goals-per-game (3.36). In fact, the Panthers’ two
highest-scoring teams in franchise history (on a GF/GP basis) are the two teams in Quenneville’s reign to date. The team
started 6-0-2 out of the gate and rallied following the season-ending injury to defenseman Aaron Ekblad, finishing with
wins in 15 of 21 (15-5-1) to climb to second in the Discover NHL Central Division. Second on the all-time list for regular-
season coaching wins with 962, Quenneville is a Jack Adams Award finalist for the third time and with his third club over
his 24 seasons as an NHL head coach; he captured the trophy with the St. Louis Blues in 1999-2000 and finished second
with the Chicago Blackhawks in 2012-13. He is aiming to become the Panthers’ first Jack Adams Award winner, following
second-place finishes by Doug MacLean in 1995-96 and Gerard Gallant in 2015-16.

First awarded in 1953-54, the James Norris Memorial Trophy is presented annually “to the defense player who
demonstrates throughout the season the greatest all-round ability in the position.”

Voting
Members of the Professional Hockey Writers Association submit ballots for the James Norris Memorial Trophy at the
conclusion of the regular season, with the top three vote-getters designated as finalists.

History
The James Norris Memorial Trophy was presented in 1953 by the four children of the late James Norris in memory of the
former owner-president of the Detroit Red Wings.

2020-21 Finalists

Adam Fox, New York Rangers

Playing in his second NHL season, Fox ranked among the top defensemen in assists (1st; 42), points (2nd; 47), power-
play assists (2nd; 21), takeaways (3rd; 38) and power-play points (3rd; 23) across 55 contests. Fox, who also placed
seventh among all skaters in total time on ice (1,358:51) while recording a +19 rating, accumulated nearly half of his
points during a 12-game streak from March 17 — April 8 (3-19—22), the fourth-longest by any player in 2020-21 and
second-longest by a blueliner behind only Dougie Hamilton (14 GP w/ CAR). The 23-year-old Jericho, N.Y., native is the
Rangers’ first Norris Trophy finalist since 1996-97, when Brian Leetch won the award for the second time (also 1991-92
w/ NYR), and is seeking to become the fourth player in franchise history to capture the trophy, after Leetch, Harry Howell
(1966-67) and Doug Harvey (1961-62).

Victor Hedman, Tampa Bay Lightning

Hedman placed among the leading defensemen in points (3rd; 45), assists (t-5th; 36) and goals (t-7th; 9) through 54
appearances (0.83 P/GP), matching the second-best points-per-game rate of his 12-season NHL career (behind only
2016-17: 0.91 P/GP). Hedman, who also ranked second among all skaters (forwards and defensemen) in power-play
assists (23) and sixth in power-play points (24), finished seventh in the entire NHL in average time on ice (25:03) — the
second-highest rate of his career after 2017-18 (25:51). The 30-year-old Ornskoldsvik, Sweden, native — who won the
Norris Trophy in 2017-18 and placed third in voting in 2016-17, 2018-19 and 2019-20 — is a finalist for the fifth consecutive
season, a streak last achieved by fellow countryman Nicklas Lidstrom from 1997-98 through 2002-03 (6 straight
seasons).

Cale Makar, Colorado Avalanche

Makar, the reigning Calder Memorial Trophy winner, ranked sixth among defensemen with 8-36—44 (44 GP) despite
missing 12 of Colorado’s 56 contests (21.4%). His average of 1.00 points per game topped all blueliners in 2020-21 and
marked the second time in Avalanche/Nordiques history a defenseman has produced at such a rate, after Steve
Duchesne in 1992-93 (20-62—82 in 82 GP w/ QUE). The 22-year-old Calgary native is vying to become the first Norris
Trophy winner in franchise history, following top-three finishes by Rob Blake (3rd in 2001-02), Ray Bourqgue (2nd in
2000-01) and Sandis Ozolinsh (3rd in 1996-97). He and Fox each are seeking to become the second defenseman in
League history to take home the award in his second NHL season (or earlier), after Bobby Orr accomplished the feat in
1967-68 (2nd NHL season w/ BOS).

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KING CLANCY MEMORIAL TROPHY

Description
First awarded in 1987-88, the King Clancy Memorial Trophy is presented annually “to the player who best exemplifies
leadership qualities on and off the ice and has made a noteworthy humanitarian contribution in his community.”

Voting

Each NHL team submits a nominee for the King Clancy Memorial Trophy. The three finalists and ultimate winner are
selected by a committee of senior NHL executives led by Commissioner Gary Bettman and Deputy Commissioner Bill
Daly.

The selection committee applies the following criteria in determining the finalists and winner of the award:

* Clear and measurable positive impact on the community
* Investment of time and resources

* Commitment to a particular cause or community

* Commitment to the League’s community initiatives

* Creativity of programming

* Use of influence; engagement of others

History

The King Clancy Memorial Trophy was presented in 1988 by the NHL’s Board of Governors in honor of Frank “King”
Clancy, a beloved figure in the League for decades as a player, referee, coach, manager and goodwill ambassador. A
three-time Stanley Cup champion and 1958 inductee to the Hockey Hall of Fame, Clancy was voted as one of the 100
Greatest NHL Players during the League’s Centennial Celebration in 2017.

Charitable Donations

The King Clancy Memorial Trophy winner receives a $25,000 donation from the National Hockey League Foundation to
benefit a charity or charities of his choice. The two runners-up each receive a $5,000 donation from the National Hockey
League Foundation to benefit a charity or charities of their choice.

Featuring the colors of the Pride flag and the message “Love is Love,”
the item raised $1,600 in support of the nonprofit. Reflecting his interest in raising awareness for racial and social justice,
Gabriel's second skate in the custom set, which features the messages “BLM” & “Hope, Empathy, Change,” will be
auctioned by the Sharks Foundation during its Juneteenth auction this summer, with proceeds going to a diversity-focused
nonprofit.

Gabriel has been an ongoing advocate for You Can Play, a nonprofit working to ensure the safety and inclusion for all
who patrticipate in sports, including LGBTQ+ athletes, coaches and fans. He also has supported the African American
Community Service Agency, Las Lomitas Education Foundation, Housing Industry Foundation, San Jose Firefighters Burn
Foundation, Girls on the Run Silicon Valley and the Sharks Foundation.
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Pekka Rinne, G, Nashville Predators

Rinne, 38, is a Predators franchise icon for a sparkling playing career that includes 369 wins since debuting with Nashville
in December 2005, and for his unwavering commitment through the years to improve the lives of so many in Middle
Tennessee. In 2012-13, alongside former captain Shea Weber, Rinne formed the 365 Pediatric Cancer Fund, raising
money and awareness for cancer research at Monroe Carell Jr. Children’s Hospital at Vanderbilt. Since the establishment
of the fund, donations totaling over $3 million have been made to the hospital and its programs. In his first full season with
the team, after meeting Mike, a man with Down Syndrome, Rinne also fostered an ongoing affiliation with Best Buddies, a
nonprofit advocating for individuals with intellectual and developmental disabilities. Additionally, Rinne has continued to
support Make-A-Wish; the Peterson Foundation for Parkinson’s, founded in 2009 by former Predators assistant coach
Brent Peterson to raise awareness of the devastating effects of Parkinson’s disease; and a number of other initiatives
throughout the coronavirus pandemic.

“He’s just been such an incredible person on and off the ice, especially off the ice,” Predators defenseman Mattias
Ekholm said of Rinne. “He just conducts himself to the game in a way that’s just pure class. | don’t have enough good
things to say about him. He’s been a leader in the city, in this community, and he’s going to go down as one of, if not the
greatest Predator to ever put this uniform on.”

P.K. Subban, D, New Jersey Devils

Subban, a King Clancy Memorial Trophy finalist in 2020 and for the third time overall, has embraced philanthropic work
throughout his entire NHL career. The blueliner launched the P.K. Subban Foundation in 2014 and has participated in a
number of other efforts during his 12 NHL seasons in the greater Newark, Montreal and Nashville communities. Since
joining the Devils in 2019, Subban has established his Blueline Buddies program in Newark. Although this year the team
wasn'’t able to host in-person visits, Subban adapted the program to go virtually with video conferencing meetings during
which he engaged with program members. Throughout the 2020-21 campaign, Subban also met with members of the
medical community, frontline workers and those who have served their communities during the COVID-19 pandemic.

The Devils’ King Clancy nominee also works to grow the sport of hockey as a role model for others. “It's about having an
influence on kids who look like me coming up through the sport,” Subban said. “Giving them that hope, in seeing where
I've come from and where | am today. | feel | have the power to change lives through the sport and connect with people
through this program and beyond. That’s really important to me especially given the current climate.”

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LADY BYNG MEMORIAL TROPHY

Description
First awarded in 1924-25, the Lady Byng Memorial Trophy is presented annually “to the player adjudged to have exhibited
the best type of sportsmanship and gentlemanly conduct combined with a high standard of playing ability.”

Voting
Members of the Professional Hockey Writers Association submit ballots for the Lady Byng Memorial Trophy at the
conclusion of the regular season, with the top three vote-getters designated as finalists.

History

Lady Byng, wife of Canada’s Governor General at the time, presented the Lady Byng Trophy during the 1924-25 season.
After Frank Boucher of the New York Rangers won the award seven times in eight seasons, he was given the trophy to
keep and Lady Byng donated another trophy in 1936. After Lady Byng’s death in 1949, the NHL presented a new trophy,
changing the name to the Lady Byng Memorial Trophy.

2020-21 Finalists

Auston Matthews, C, Toronto Maple Leafs

Matthews posted a League-leading 41 goals, 12 game-winning goals and 222 shots on goal (41-25—66) to earn his first
career Maurice “Rocket” Richard Trophy and help the Maple Leafs claim their first division title since 1999-00. Matthews,
who ranked fifth among NHL forwards with 21:33 of time on ice per game and ninth among all skaters with 47 takeaways,
received 10 penalty minutes during his 52 appearances — the second-fewest among the League’s top 25 scorers behind
only Artemi Panarin (6 PIM in 42 GP w/ NYR). The 23-year-old Scottsdale, Ariz., native — a finalist for the second straight
season after placing second in voting in 2019-20 — is vying to become the eighth different player to win the Lady Byng
Trophy with Toronto and just the second to do so in the expansion era (since 1967-68), following Alexander Mogilny in
2002-083.

Jaccob Slavin, D, Carolina Hurricanes

Slavin (3-12—15) averaged the most time on ice (22:59) for a Hurricanes team that yielded 2.39 goals per game, tied for
the fourth-fewest in the NHL, en route to capturing its first division crown since 2005-06. Slavin, who recorded 1,195:05 of
total playing time in 52 outings, took only one minor penalty — for delay of game (puck over glass) — the fewest among all
skaters who averaged at least 20 minutes in 2020-21 (minimum: 10 GP). The 27-year-old Denver native and first-time
finalist is seeking to become the second player in franchise history to capture the Lady Byng Trophy, after Ron Francis in
2001-02. He and Spurgeon each are looking to become the fourth defenseman in NHL history to win the award, following
Brian Campbell (2011-12 w/ FLA), Red Kelly (3x, most recently 1953-54 w/ DET) and Bill Quackenbush (1948-49 w/
DET). (Kelly also won the award as a forward in 1960-61 w/ TOR.)

Jared Spurgeon, D, Minnesota Wild

Named captain prior to the start of 2020-21, Spurgeon paced Wild defensemen with 7-18—25 in 54 games to lead
Minnesota to its eighth playoff berth in the past nine campaigns — a feat accomplished by just three other teams (PIT, STL
and WSH). Spurgeon, who also topped all Wild players with 102 blocked shots while ranking second in total time on ice
(1,192:46) and fourth in average time on ice (22:05), was assessed three minor penalties during the season; only Slavin
logged more minutes per game in 2020-21 while taking fewer penalties. The 31-year-old Edmonton native — who has
played his entire NHL career in Minnesota — is the second player in franchise history who has been named a Lady Byng
Trophy finalist, after Mikael Granlund finished third in voting in 2016-17, and is vying to become the first member of the
Wild to win the award.

MAURICE “ROCKET” RICHARD TROPHY

Description
First awarded in 1998-99, the Maurice “Rocket” Richard Trophy is presented annually “to the player finishing the regular
season as the League’s goal-scoring leader.”

History

A gift to the NHL from the Montreal Canadiens in 1999, the Maurice “Rocket” Richard Trophy honors one of the game’s
greatest stars. During his 18-year career with the Canadiens from 1942-43 through 1959-60, Richard was the first player
in NHL history to score 50 goals in a season and 500 in his career. He played on eight Stanley Cup champion teams and
led the League in goals five times.

2020-21 Winner

Toronto Maple Leafs center Auston Matthews scored a League-leading 41 goals in 52 games (41-25—66) to finish
ahead of Edmonton Oilers center Connor McDavid (33 G in 56 GP) and Chicago Blackhawks left wing Alex DeBrincat
(32 G in 52 GP) for his first career Maurice “Rocket” Richard Trophy. Matthews became the first player in Maple Leafs
history to capture the Richard Trophy, which first was awarded in 1998-99, as well as the first Toronto player in 75 years
to top the NHL in goals (Gaye Stewart: 37 G in 50 GP in 1945-46). His eight-goal margin over McDavid was the largest
by a Richard Trophy winner since 2014-15, when Alex Ovechkin (53 G in 81 GP w/ WSH) finished 10 ahead of Steven
Stamkos (43 G in 82 GP w/ TBL). Matthews, who also paced the League with 12 game-winning goals and 222 shots on
goal, recorded 0.79 goals per game — the best such average by any player since 2007-08 (Ovechkin: 0.79) as well as the
highest single-season mark in franchise history (minimum: 50 GP). He became the first U.S.-born player to win the
Richard Trophy and just the second to lead the NHL in goals (also Keith Tkachuk: 52 G in 81 GP in 1996-97 w/ PHX).

History

The NHL’s Board of Governors presented the Presidents’ Trophy in 1985-86 to recognize the team with the top regular-

season record.

2020-21 Winner

The Colorado Avalanche claimed the 2020-21 Presidents’ Trophy by winning their final game of the regular season to
overtake their division rivals, the Vegas Golden Knights. The Avalanche (39-13-4, 82 points) clinched their third
Presidents’ Trophy (also 1996-97 and 2000-01) by finishing ahead of the Golden Knights (40-14-2, 82 points) in the
regulation wins tiebreaker (COL: 35, VGK: 30). Colorado became the fifth franchise to win the Presidents’ Trophy three or
more times since its inception in 1985-86, following the Detroit Red Wings (6), Boston Bruins (3), New York Rangers (3)
and Washington Capitals (3). Only Detroit (5) and Washington (3) have claimed the award as many times since the

Avalanche began play in Denver in 1995-96.

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TED LINDSAY AWARD

Description
First awarded in 1970-71 (as the Lester B. Pearson Award), the Ted Lindsay Award is presented annually “to the most
outstanding player as voted by fellow members of the NHLPA.”

History

The Ted Lindsay Award is the only NHL Trophy voted on by the players themselves, carrying on the tradition established
by the Lester B. Pearson Award in 1970-71. Reintroduced in 2009-10, the Ted Lindsay Award honors its namesake, a
Hockey Hall of Famer known for his skill, tenacity, leadership and role in establishing the NHLPA.

2020-21 Finalists

Sidney Crosby, C, Pittsburgh Penguins

Croshy played in 55 of Pittsburgh’s 56 regular-season games, while he led the Penguins in points (62), goals (24) and tied
for the most assists (38) to guide the team to a first-place finish in the East Division and their 15th consecutive playoff
appearance. The 33-year-old forward placed 10th in the League in points, tied for 10th in power-play points (22), and he
tied for 11th in both points per game (1.13) and even-strength goals (18). He also finished third in the NHL in face-offs
won (676) this season. A three-time TLA recipient (2006-07, 2012-13, 2013-14), Crosby is looking to join Mario Lemieux
and Wayne Gretzky as the only players to receive the award four or more times. This is the sixth time in a span of 15
seasons that Crosby has been voted one of the top three most outstanding players as a finalist for the TLA (also 2009-10
and 2016-17).

Auston Matthews, C, Toronto Maple Leafs

Matthews played in 52 of Toronto’s 56 regular-season games to help the Maple Leafs secure first place in the North
Division. The 23-year-old forward won his first “Rocket” Richard Trophy by leading the League in goals (41) — scoring
eight more than any other player — to become the first Maple Leafs player in 75 years (Gaye Stewart, 1945-46) and the
second American (Keith Tkachuk, 1996-97) to win the goal-scoring race. He led the League in even-strength goals (31),
placed second in even-strength points (53), while he tied for fifth in the league in points (66) and power-play goals (10).
Matthews topped the League in game-winning goals (12) and shots (222), and his career-high average time on ice (21:33)
ranked fifth among NHL forwards. A first-time finalist for the TLA, Matthews is looking to become the first Maple Leafs
player and second American (Patrick Kane, 2015-16) to receive the award.

Connor McDavid, C, Edmonton Oilers

McDavid played in all 56 of Edmonton’s regular-season games to help lead the Oilers to a second-place finish in the North
Division. The 24-year-old forward led the League in points (105) to win his third Art Ross Trophy, finishing 21 points
ahead of the next-highest scorer. He also paced all players in assists (72), points per game (1.88), power-play points (37)
and even-strength points (68). McDavid recorded 33 multi-point games, and finished second in goals (33), game-winning
goals (11) and even-strength goals (24). He averaged the second-highest time on ice per game (22:09) of his career —
fourth among NHL forwards. A two-time TLA recipient (2016-17 and 2017-18), and now a four-time finalist (also 2018-19),
McDavid is looking to become only the seventh player to receive the award three or more times (following Guy Lafleur,
Wayne Gretzky, Mario Lemieux, Jaromir Jagr, Alex Ovechkin, Sidney Crosby).

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VEZINA TROPHY

Description

First awarded in 1926-27, the Vezina Trophy is presented annually “to the goaltender adjudged to be the best at his
position.” Before the 1981-82 season, the goaltender(s) of the team allowing the fewest number of goals during the
regular season — the current criteria for the William M. Jennings Trophy — won the Vezina Trophy.

Voting
The general managers of the NHL’s 31 teams submit ballots for the Vezina Trophy at the conclusion of the regular
season, with the top three vote-getters designated as finalists.

History

Leo Dandurand, Louis Letourneau and Joe Cattarinich, former owners of the Montreal Canadiens, presented the
trophy to the NHL in 1926-27 in memory of Georges Vezina, the outstanding Canadiens goaltender who collapsed during
a game on Nov. 28, 1925, and died of tuberculosis a few months later.

2020-21 Finalists

Marc-Andre Fleury, Vegas Golden Knights

Fleury, who combined with Robin Lehner to capture the William M. Jennings Trophy as the goaltenders on the team that
allowed the fewest goals during the regular season, ranked third in the NHL in wins (26), goals-against average (1.98),
save percentage (.928) and shutouts (6) in 36 appearances. Fleury — who closed the season on a nine-game winning
streak (April 11 — May 12: 1.43 GAA, .943 SV%, 2 SO) — climbed two spots into third place on the League’s all-time wins
list (492), surpassing Ed Belfour (5th; 484) and Roberto Luongo (4th; 489). He also moved into a tie, with Roy Worters,
for 14th place on the NHL’s all-time shutout list (67). The 36-year-old Sorel, Que., native — who yielded two or fewer goals
in 25 of his 36 outings (69.4%) en route to posting the best goals-against average and save percentage of his 17-season
NHL career — is a Vezina Trophy finalist for the first time. He is seeking to become the first player in Golden Knights
history to win the award, following the four individual trophies the team claimed during its inaugural season in 2017-18.

Philipp Grubauer, Colorado Avalanche

Grubauer, another first-time finalist, shared the League lead with a career-high seven shutouts and ranked second in both
wins (30) and goals-against average (1.95) — also personal bests — to help the Avalanche capture the Presidents’ Trophy
for the third time in franchise history. He earned victories in 30 of his 40 total appearances (.750), the second-highest
winning percentage among goaltenders with a minimum of five games played in 2020-21, behind only Jack Campbell
(.773 in 22 GP w/ TOR). Grubauer — who also placed among the League leaders in starts (5th; 39), time on ice (5th;
2,366:52) and save percentage (8th; .922) — is the third netminder in Avalanche/Nordiques history who has been voted a
Vezina Trophy finalist (following Patrick Roy: 2x and Semyon Varlamov) and is vying to become the franchise’s first
player to win the award. The 29-year-old Rosenheim, Germany, native also is looking to become the second goaltender of
German nationality to win the Vezina Trophy, after Olie Kolzig in 1999-00 (w/ WSH).

Andrei Vasilevskiy, Tampa Bay Lightning

Vasilevskiy topped the NHL with 31 victories, marking the fourth consecutive season he has led the League in wins
(outright or tied) — a feat last achieved by Martin Brodeur from 2002-03 through 2006-07 (4x w/ NJD). That total was
aided by a 12-game winning streak from Feb. 22 — March 23 (1.64 GAA, .938 SV%, 3 SO), tied for the seventh-longest
such run in NHL history in addition to being both a career high and a franchise record. Vasilevskiy — who established and
matched single-season personal bests for goals-against average and save percentage, respectively — also ranked among
the top goaltenders in points (t-1st; 4), saves (2nd; 1,144), time on ice (2nd; 2,523:37), games played (t-3rd; 42), shutouts
(4th; 5), save percentage (6th; .925) and goals-against average (8th; 2.21). The 26-year-old Tyumen, Russia, native —
who won the Vezina Trophy in 2018-19 and finished third in voting in both 2017-18 and 2019-20 — is a finalist for the
fourth straight year, a streak last accomplished by Brodeur from 2002-03 through 2007-08 (5x).

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WILLIAM M. JENNINGS TROPHY

Description
First awarded in 1981-82, the William M. Jennings Trophy is presented annually “to the goaltender(s) having played a
minimum of 25 games for the team(s) with the fewest goals scored against it.”

History

The William M. Jennings Trophy was presented in 1981-82 by the NHL’s Board of Governors in honor of the late William
M. Jennings, longtime governor and president of the New York Rangers and one of the great builders of hockey in the
United States.

Until the 1980-81 season, the Vezina Trophy was awarded to the goaltender(s) of the team(s) allowing the fewest number
of goals during the regular season.

2020-21 Winners

Marc-Andre Fleury (26-10-0, 1.98 GAA, .928 SV%, 6 SO) and Robin Lehner (13-4-2, 2.29 GAA, .913 SV%, 1 SO)
combined to help the Vegas Golden Knights win their first William M. Jennings Trophy in franchise history. (The minimum
games played requirement of 25 games was prorated to 17 appearances due to the 56-game schedule.) Vegas allowed a
League-low 124 goals in 56 games, four fewer than its closest competitor, the New York Islanders (128 GA). Fleury, who
ranked among the NHL leaders in wins, shutouts, goals-against average and save percentage, became the first
goaltender in League history to claim his first individual NHL Award in his 17th season or later. Lehner, who also won the
Jennings Trophy with the Islanders in 2018-19, became the seventh goaltender to claim the honor with multiple teams

(also Ed Belfour, Manny Fernandez, Jaroslav Halak, Dominik Hasek, Patrick Roy and Roman Turek).

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WILLIE O'REE COMMUNITY HERO AWARD PRESENTED BY MASSMUTUAL

Description
First awarded in 2017-18, the Willie O’'Ree Community Hero Award is presented annually “to an individual who — through
the game of hockey — has positively impacted his or her community, culture or society.”

Voting

Fans submit candidates for the Willie O'Ree Community Hero Award, with Willie O’Ree — in consultation with the NHL —
narrowing the field to three finalists. The finalists, and ultimate winner, are determined by fan vote and weighted votes
from Willie O’'Ree, the NHL and MassMutual.

History

The Willie O’'Ree Community Hero Award honors former NHL forward Willie O’Ree, who on Jan. 18, 1958, became the
first black player to compete in the League. O’'Ree, who lost sight in his right eye at a young age, went on to play
professional hockey for 21 years. His perseverance is unrivaled, and his impact on the game and the lives of young
players still is felt today. For more than two decades, O’Ree has served as the NHL’s Diversity Ambassador, traveling
across North America to schools and hockey programs to share his story and experiences as well as to promote
messages of inclusion, dedication and confidence. O’'Ree has used hockey as a platform to build character and teach life
skills, and has used his influence to foster positive values through the sport.

2020-21 Finalists

Renee Hess, Black Girl Hockey Club

Hess founded the Black Girl Hockey Club, a nonprofit organization, in 2018 to “inspire and sustain passion” for hockey
within the Black community, and specifically for women in the Black community. Hess’s organization began as a safe
space for hockey fans and it has since grown into an organization that hosts events across the U.S., provides leadership
and mentorship development programs, and offers education and hockey scholarships.

Kevin Hodgson, HEROS

Hodgson is the executive director of HEROS (Hockey Education Reaching Out Society) which empowers at-risk youth,
and SuperHEROQOS, which provides boys and girls living with physical and cognitive challenges with a safe and inclusive
environment as well as an adapted on-ice curriculum. Hodgson oversees the volunteer-driven nonprofit that operates 28
programs in 12 cities across Canada serving participants from diverse backgrounds.

On the ice, HEROS provides free hockey programming in a safe,
stable environment. Off the ice, they provide opportunities for personal development as well as education and scholarship
assistance to help young people succeed. Since 2000, nearly 10,000 boys and girls have participated in the program.

Howard Smith, Pittsburgh I.C.E.

Smith was the co-founder, alongside Cliff Benson, of Pittsburgh I.C.E. (Inclusion Creates Equity), a Hockey Is For
Everyone program that is committed to offering children of all socio-economic backgrounds the opportunity to learn and
play hockey. Currently Howard spends countless hours working with Steel City Icebergs, an adaptive ice hockey program
for both children and adults with developmental disabilities such as Autism and Down Syndrome, and Pittsburgh Watrriors,
a nonprofit organization of honorably discharged members with a service-connected disability united around hockey, who
served in the Army, Navy, Marine Corps, Air Force and Coast Guard. Prior to his involvement in grassroots hockey, Smith
served in the U.S. Navy for more than 20 years. His love for hockey began as a youth hockey coach and for more than
two decades he has coached boys’ and girls’ hockey teams, wounded veterans’ hockey teams, and special needs hockey
teams.

Description

First awarded in 1967-68, the Clarence S. Campbell Bowl is presented annually “to the Western Conference team that
advances to the Stanley Cup Final.” This season, the winner of the Vegas Golden Knights-Montreal Canadiens series will
receive the trophy.

History

The Clarence S. Campbell Bowl was presented by the NHL’s Member Clubs in 1968 for perpetual competition by the
League in recognition of the services of Clarence S. Campbell, NHL President from 1946-77. From 1967-68 through
1973-74, the trophy was awarded to the regular-season champion of the West Division. Beginning in 1974-75, it was
presented to the regular-season winner of the conference bearing the name of the trophy. From 1981-82 to 1992-93, the
trophy was given to the playoff champion in the Campbell Conference. Since 1993-94, the trophy has been awarded to
the playoff champion in the Western Conference. The trophy itself is a hallmark piece made of sterling silver that was
crafted by a British silversmith in 1878.

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PRINCE OF WALES TROPHY

Description

First awarded in 1925-26, the Prince of Wales Trophy is presented annually “to the Eastern Conference team that
advances to the Stanley Cup Final.” This season, the winner of the Tampa Bay Lightning-New York Islanders series will
receive the award.

History

His Royal Highness, the Prince of Wales, donated the trophy to the NHL in 1925. It originally was awarded to the winner
of the first game played in Madison Square Garden on Dec. 15, 1925 (MTL 3 at NYA 1). It then was awarded to the NHL
playoff champion in 1925-26 and 1926-27. From 1927-28 through 1937-38, the award was presented to the regular-
season champion of the American Division of the NHL. (The team finishing first in the Canadian Division received the
O’Brien Trophy during these years.) From 1938-39, when the NHL reverted to one section, to 1966-67, it was presented
to the team winning the NHL regular-season championship. With expansion in 1967-68, it again became a divisional
trophy, awarded to the regular-season champions of the East Division through the 1973-74 season. Beginning in 1974-75,
it was awarded to the regular-season winner of the conference bearing the name of the trophy. From 1981-82 to 1992-93,
the trophy was presented to the playoff champion in the Wales Conference. Since 1993-94, the trophy has been
presented to the playoff champion in the Eastern Conference.

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STANLEY CUP

Description

Perhaps the most famous trophy in all of sports, the Stanley Cup is awarded annually to the National Hockey League
champion. The trophy, which has changed in size and shape over the years, is almost 3 feet tall and weighs nearly 35
pounds. Unigue among North American team sports, each member of the winning team has his or her name inscribed on
the Stanley Cup.

History

The Stanley Cup — the oldest trophy competed for by professional athletes in North America — was donated by Frederick
Arthur, Lord Stanley of Preston and son of the Earl of Derby, in 1893. Lord Stanley purchased the trophy for 10 guineas
($50 at the time) for presentation to the amateur hockey champions of Canada. Since 1906, when Canadian teams began
to openly pay their players, the Stanley Cup has been the symbol of professional hockey supremacy. It has been
contested only by NHL teams since 1926-27 and has been under the exclusive control of the NHL since 1947.
