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* The 2026 avy Federal Credit Union NHL Stadium Series will feature the Lightning and Bruins facing off in t League’s
45th outdoor game and second in the state of Florida in the span of 31 days. The Feb. 1 contest will be broadcast on
ESPN, Sportsnet and TVA Sports beginning at 6:30 p.m. ET.

* A climate-controlled tent will be at the center of the NHL’s most complex, ambitious and potentially warmest outdoor
game. The current benchmark is 65°F/18°C, set at the 2016 Stadium Series at Coors Field in Denver.

* Tampa Bay (1-0-0) will be playing in its second outdoor game and first as hosts, after visiting Nashville for the 2022
Stadium Series (3-2 W). Boston (4-1-0) will be making its sixth outdoor game appearance and first under the Stadium
Series umbrella. Only one team — Chicago (7 GP) — has played in more outdoor NHL games.

* The 2026 Navy Federal Credit Union NHL Stadium Series will take place four days before the regular season pauses for
the Olympic Winter Games Milano Cortina 2026. Up to 16 players representing nine different countries could participate in

the outdoor contest at Raymond James Stadium.

* The state of Florida has seen a team reach the Stanley Cup Final six years running and is home to four of the past six
Stanley Cup champions, with the Lightning (2020-22) and Panthers (2023-25) each making three straight Finals and
claiming back-to-back Stanley Cups since 2020 (TBL: 2020 and 2021, FLA: 2024 and 2025).

* The 2026 Navy Federal Credit Union NHL Stadium Series will mark the second outdoor NHL game in Florida, following
the 2026 Discover NHL Winter Classic — between the Panthers and Rangers — at loanDepot park in Miami on Jan. 2.

* Florida will become the fourth state to host multiple outdoor games in the same calendar year, joining New York (2014),
Nevada (2021) and New Jersey (2024). Ontario (2017) is the only Canadian province with that distinction.

* While they have a fierce rivalry on the ice — aided by four head-to-head playoff series since 2021 (after never meeting in
their first 26 seasons together in the NHL) — the Lightning and Panthers have been engaged in a month-long celebration
of the explosive growth of hockey in the Sunshine State. Most recently, the NHL Unites Legacy Project presented by
GEICO opened its synthetic ice rink in Miami, after that city hosted the 2026 Winter Classic.

* This season marks the 33rd campaign of NHL play for the Lightning, which joined the League in 1992-93. Tampa Bay
was the first franchise from Florida to win the Stanley Cup (2004) and has qualified for the playoffs in 11 of the previous
12 campaigns.

* From 2020-21 to 2024-25, USA Hockey reports that hockey participation in the state of Florida is up 46.84 percent
overall, 82.14 percent among girls and women, and 67.96 percent among players ages 10 and younger. That five-season
stretch began just after the Lightning won their first of two straight Stanley Cups (September 2020) and spans through the
Panthers’ back-to-back championships (2024 and 2025).

* As of Jan. 20, 11 Florida-born players (10 skaters, 1 goaltender) have skated in an NHL game this season. A dozen

years ago, there never had been more than two in one season.

SURVEILLING THE STRNDINGS

* Tampa Bay and Boston sit first and second, respectively, in victories since the NHL realigned to the Wild Card format in
2013-14 and have done so on the strength of two of the League’s four all-time 60-win campaigns. The Lightning matched
the 1995-96 Red Wings with a record-tying 62-win season in 2018-19. Four years later, the 2022-23 Bruins set a new
NHL benchmark with a 65-win campaign.

* The head-to-head history between the Lightning and Bruins includes three playoff series, with the winner of two of the
three going on to capture the Stanley Cup that year: Boston ousted Tampa Bay in seven games in the 2011 Conference
Finals en route to breaking a 39-year Stanley Cup drought, while the Lightning earned a 4-1 series victory over the Bruins
in the 2020 Second Round on the road to claiming their first championship in 16 years. The two teams also met in the
2018 Second Round, a 4-1 series win by Tampa Bay (before falling to Washington, 4-3, in the Conference Finals).

* Ryan Mconag has skated in five prior outdoor games — the most on either roster — and owns a peect 5——0 record.
His five career outdoor wins are the most in NHL history, among skaters, goaltenders and head coaches.

* McDonagh, who still is seeking his first career outdoor point, can tie six players for the third-most outdoor games played
(among skaters and goaltenders), behind James van Riemsdyk (8 GP) and Patrick Kane (7 GP).

* Nikita Kucherov (1-1—2 in 1 GP) and Jake Guentzel (0-2—2 in 3 GP) lead the Lightning in career outdoor points.
Kucherov factored on two of Tampa Bay’s three goals in the franchise’s outdoor game debut, while all three of Guentzel's
prior such appearances came with the Penguins.

* Andrei Vasilevskiy, who started for the Lightning in the 2022 Stadium Series, can become the sixth goaltender to win
each of his first two career outdoor game appearances. He would join Henrik Lundqvist (4), Craig Anderson (3),
Jordan Binnington (2), Braden Holtby (2) and Igor Shesterkin (2).

* Jon Cooper celebrated his 1,000th game as Tampa Bay’s head coach on New Year’s Eve. Cooper (595) ranked
second for wins through 1,000 career games in NHL history, behind only Scotty Bowman (598). Less than a month later
and thanks in part to an 11-game winning streak, the Lightning bench boss (600 W in 1,005 GC) became the second-
fastest head coach in League history to 600 career wins, also behind Bowman (1,002 GC on Nov. 7, 1982).

* Eleven current Lightning players have appeared in at least one outdoor NHL game (full list on page 6), including seven
who have been selected to rosters for the Olympic Winter Games Milano Cortina 2026: Oliver Bjorkstrand (Denmark),
Erik Cernak (Slovakia), Anthony Cirelli (Canada), Zemgus Girgensons (Latvia), Guentzel (United States), Victor
Hedman (Sweden) and Brayden Point (Canada).

* David Pastrnak and Sean Kuraly both have played in three prior outdoor games — the most among all Bruins — and are
undefeated in those contests.

* Pastrnak (4-1—5 in 3 GP) leads all players in the 2026 Stadium Series in career outdoor goals and points, thanks in part
to one of the three all-time outdoor hat tricks (3-0—3 in 2021 Outdoors at Lake Tahoe). Pastrnak’s four career outdoor
goals are tied with Tyler Toffoli and Mika Zibanejad for the most in NHL history, while his five outdoor points are two shy
of the most in League history.

* Kuraly, Tanner Jeannot, Elias Lindholm and Charlie McAvoy also have outdoor goals on their career résumés.
Jeannot scored the opening goal for Nashville in the 2022 Stadium Series against Tampa Bay.

* Nikita Zadorov is set to play in his third career outdoor game, all with different teams. Six defensemen have appeared
in outdoor games with at least three different franchises: Erik Gustafsson (5), TJ Brodie (3), Nick Holden (3), Matt
Irwin (3), Marco Scandella (3) and Brendan Smith (3).

* Marco Sturm, in his first season as Boston’s head coach, is no stranger to outdoor games with the franchise. He scored
the overtime winner for the Bruins in the 2010 Winter Classic at Fenway Park, the fourth outdoor game in League history
(and first for Boston). Sturm will become the first individual to appear in an outdoor NHL game both as a player and a
head coach.

* Twelve current Bruins players have participated in a prior outdoor game (full list on page 7), including four who skated in
their most recent such contest: the 2023 Winter Classic (Hampus Lindholm, McAvoy, Pastrnak and Pavel Zacha).
Jeremy Swayman also dressed for that game, but did not play.

controlled tension fabric building. It will function as a portable, temporary arena to ensure the ice is in optimal condition

before being removed on game day.

Structure Details

Dimensions: The structure is massive, spanning 34-feet high, 125-feet wide and 240-feet long, designed to fully
enclose the NHL regulation-size rink.

Design: It is a steel-framed building covered in an engineered membrane material — not a typical soft tent. It also
is designed to withstand high winds, up to 140 mph.

Manufacturer: The structure was developed by the Texas-based specialty construction contractor GNB Global
Inc.

Climate Control and Ice Production

Insulation: The enclosed, opague membrane roof reflects solar radiation. The structure is fully air-conditioned to
control the environment.

Refrigeration: The NHL is using two mobile refrigeration units, covering the extra needs of a rink built in a place
with the potential heat and humidity of Florida.

Ice Quality: HVAC and dehumidification units are being used inside the tent to prevent frost build-up, a major
concern in high humidity, aiming for a temperature of 60°F/16°C and a dew point of 38°F/3°C.

Ice Thickness: The ice is being built to a thickness of 2.5 to 3 inches, thicker than the standard 1.5 inches in an
indoor arena, to provide a larger margin for error with the weather.

Logistics

Construction: The structure takes two to three days to build.

Dismantling: On game day, the tent will be dismantled in about six hours using a system of rails and cranes,
allowing the field to be decorated before puck drop. The cranes are scheduled to enter the venue around 4 a.m.,
with crews being able to dismantle each section in about 20-25 minutes, spanning from about 6 a.m. to 4 p.m.
Purpose: The tent will protect the ice from sunshine, rain and humidity during the ice-making process, ensuring
the sheet is NHL-caliber.

* Home and road teams both are 22-18-4 in the League’s 44 outdoor games to date, but home teams own a 17-6-2 record in the last 25 such contests.

* Teams that score first are 27-12-5 in the NHL’s 44 outdoor games, including a 22-6-3 record in the last 31 such contests.
* Twenty of the League’s 44 outdoor games have featured a comeback win (45.5%).

* Eight of the NHL’s 44 outdoor games have required overtime, with six decided in the five-minute extra session and two determined in a shootout.
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BUILDING AN ICE RINK FOR AN OUTDOOR NHL GAME

Constructing an NHL-caliber ice rink outdoors at a facility designed for a sport other than hockey is a unique challenge.
Much more than taking a garden hose into your backyard and flooding an area, for its outdoor games the NHL uses
special equipment, expertise and technology to create an ice rink fit for the best hockey players in the world.

The most important aspects of making outdoor ice for an NHL game are ensuring the conditions meet all of the safety
standards required for the players and providing all of the tools necessary for an NHL game. To accommodate its outdoor
games, the NHL designed and built a one-of-a-kind mobile refrigeration unit and rink system.

The main function of the 53-foot, 300-ton capacity refrigeration unit is to perform the key function of making a great sheet
of ice — to remove heat from the surface and stabilize the temperature.

To do this, the unit pumps as much as 3,000 gallons of glycol
coolant into custom-made aluminum trays that are configured
on the field of the stadium. Running through a series of hoses
from the refrigeration unit to the field, the glycol chills the trays
in order to keep the ice near its ideal surface temperature of
22°F/6°C. Following the placement of the ice trays, the rink
boards are installed.

Once the boards are up and the ideal surface temperature is
attained, the actual process of building the ice begins. In an
NHL arena, the ice is built to a thickness of approximately 1-
1.25 inches. An outdoor rink, however, requires up to 2 inches
of ice thickness to help withstand the more extreme elements.
While many speculate that it takes special water to create the
ice, the water used is the same tap water provided into
everyone’s homes.

Water is added as slowly as possible, in as fine a mist as the process will allow. Workers pass the spray wand over the
ice rink hundreds of times, providing a more-even freeze and better-quality playing surface. Each inch of ice thickness
requires approximately 10,000 gallons of water. For finishing touches, the ice surface is whitened using approximately 350
gallons of water-soluble paint. The lines and logos then are painted and placed on the surface, with more ice built on top.

Once constructed, monitoring the status of the ice is a 24-hour job. To help this process, a high-tech system called “Eye
on the Ice” is embedded in the surface. The technology provides updates on temperatures at different areas of the ice,
signaling an alert prompting the need to pump more glycol or engage the in-line heating system in case the weather gets
too cold.

Staging outdoor hockey in Florida is another example of how the League continues to raise the bar in event
innovation and production. Some new elements that are assisting with the rink construction and ice-making for the
outdoor games in Florida include:

o For the first time, the NHL is utilizing two mobile refrigeration units at the same time for both games in Florida to
remove heat from the surface and stabilize the temperature.

e In Miami, loanDepot park’s retractable roof assisted during the ice build to get the optimal playing surface for the
players. On game night, the League opened the roof so players and fans could experience the feel of an outdoor
NHL game.

e In Tampa, because Raymond James Stadium is an open-air venue, the NHL is constructing a tent on the field to

control the climate and build the ice. The tent will be dismantled before the teams play — a unique spectacle
considering the challenge of playing hockey in an open-air football stadium in Florida.
