Hughes, Jack 
No. 1-ranked N.A. Skater 

His brother, Quinn, was selected seventh overall in the 2018 NHL Draft by 
the Vancouver Canucks and recorded 0-3—3 in five games with the club in 
2018-19. His father, Jim, was a member of the U.S. Selects team that won the 
1988 Spengler Cup and has held a number of coaching and player 
development positions in the NCAA, IHL, AHL and NHL. His mother, Ellen, 
played soccer, lacrosse and hockey at the University of New Hampshire and 
is a former member of the U.S. Women’s National Hockey Team. 
 

Byram, Bowen 
No. 2-ranked N.A. Skater 

His father, Shawn, was a fourth-round selection of the New York Islanders in 
1986 (80th overall) and appeared in five NHL games with the Islanders and 
Chicago Blackhawks.  
 

Turcotte, Alex 
No. 4-ranked N.A. Skater 

His father, Alfie, was selected 17th overall in the 1983 NHL Draft by the 
Montreal Canadiens and skated in 112 career NHL games with the Canadiens, 
Winnipeg Jets and Washington Capitals.    
 

Robertson, Nicholas 
No. 17-ranked N.A. Skater 

His brother, Jason, was selected 39th overall by the Dallas Stars in the 2017 
NHL Draft and led all OHL skaters with 117 points in 2018-19 (48-69—117). 
 

Suzuki, Ryan 
No. 18-ranked N.A. Skater 

His brother, Nick, was selected 13th overall by the Vegas Golden Knights in 
the 2017 NHL Draft and is currently a prospect in the Montreal Canadiens 
system. In 2018-19, Nick was awarded the Wayne Gretzky 99 Award as OHL 
Playoffs MVP after leading all skaters in postseason points with 16-26—42 in 
24 games for the OHL Champion Guelph Storm.

No. 22-ranked N.A. Skater 

His father, Patrick, was selected ninth overall in the 1991 NHL Draft by the 
Hartford Whalers and appeared in 634 career NHL games with the Whalers, 
Blackhawks, Lightning and Canadiens from 1991-2002.  
 

Honka, Anttoni 
No. 22-ranked ITL Skater 
 

His brother, Julius, is a defenseman who was selected 14th overall by the 
Dallas Stars in the 2014 NHL Draft. He has appeared in 87 NHL games with 
the Stars from 2016-17 to 2018-19 (2-11—13 in 87 GP).

His brother, Aleksi, was selected 89th overall by the New York Rangers in the 
2015 NHL Draft and is currently a member of the Carolina Hurricanes 
organization where he won the AHL’s Calder Cup championship with the 
Charlotte Checkers in 2018-19.

His uncle, John Paddock, has had a long coaching career at all levels of hockey 
including NHL head coaching positions with the Winnipeg Jets and Ottawa 
Senators. He served as general manager of Max’s team, the WHL’s Regina

No. 33-ranked N.A. Skater 
 

His father, Craig, was selected 33rd overall by the St. Louis Blues in 1990 and 
played in 557 career NHL games with the Blues, Los Angeles Kings, Anaheim 
Ducks, Toronto Maple Leafs and Washington Capitals.

No. 35-ranked N.A. Skater 

His uncle, Ted Donato, was a fifth-round pick of the Boston Bruins in the 1987 
NHL Draft (98th overall) and went on to appear in 796 career NHL games with 
the Bruins, New York Islanders, Ottawa Senators, Anaheim Ducks, Dallas 
Stars, Los Angeles Kings, St. Louis Blues and New York Rangers. His cousin, 
Ryan Donato, was selected 56th overall by the Bruins in 2014 and currently 
plays for the Minnesota Wild.
